Remember the old Abbot and Costello skit about the baseball team? Who's on first, What's on
second, | Don’t Know is on third... Really quite a hilarious skit, so much so that it won
Time Magazine’s award for best comedy skit of the 20™ century. Poor Costello, he just couldn’t get a
grip on the fella’s name playing first base.
