New Yeards brings changes

As you have probably already read i
article, Keri Tessmer is stepping down after serving as our coordinator in this
area for nearly four years. After much prayer and consideration, the Vestry
and Fr Eric have decided to combine both the Christian Education and Youth
Group Coordinator ministries into a single position. Previously, the Christian
Education position was a staff position at 10 hours a week and the Youth
Coordinator position was completely volunteer. The new position will be

for 19 hours a week. We believe this will allow for improved

communication, improved stewardship of time and talent, and enable a
synergy to develop between Sunday School and Youth Group as our teens
can take the academics of Sunday School and discuss the application of those
lessons during everyday life in Youth Group.

The Vestry and Fr Eric have appointed an independent search committee
charged with advertising, interviewing, and selecting the person whom they
discern is being called by God to this important ministry. It is important to
note that to ensure transparency of the hiring process, neither the Vestry nor
Fr Eric will be further consulted. Members of the search committee consist of
representatives from Sunday School teachers, parents, youth, youth leaders
and the vestry. Please look forward to reading more about this process from
the search committee in the near future.
